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Remote Landing Fields 
These pictures identify fields, local to the airfield that Camphill pilots have 
successfully landed in.
No advice is given about which field to choose nor when. That decision is left to the 
pilot on the day
• No advice is given about how best to arrange a landing into any of the fields.
• The only advice is to study the pictures and become familiar with the location of 

the fields from the air and visit them on the ground – preferably in the company of 
an instructor.
